REFLECTIONS ON TODAY’S READINGS

Sermon on the Plain

Have you ever been to a concert or sports event when
your seat was far away from the action? What did it feel
like to strain to see? Did you wish you had closer seats?

In this week's Gospel story, Jesus came to meet the
people where they were. He brought not just twelve but a
large crowd of disciples. Jesus saw the multitude that
flocked to see him. Luke did not have Jesus go up a
mountain to shout down at the people. Here, Jesus was
one with the people and at the same time affirmed
discipleship. The poor, those who are hungry, those who
weep, and those who suffer hatred for taking sides with
him will inherit the reign of God.

Those who wallow in their own riches and are satiated
with food and other things will be sorry later. Those who
hold high positions and look down smirking at others will
have consequences for their attitude and actions.

The sermon on the plain is not a message that everything
in this world will be fine. Those who follow Jesus will still
have sufferings in this life. Those who enjoy more than
their share of the world's goods here and now will have
the tables reversed. Luke calls us to take a stand, to
know which side we are on, and to enjoy or suffer long-
term consequences of our actions.
