Good News!

March 30, 2008

Mary Magdalene is getting pulled to pieces these
days. Novels, movies, plays, scholarly books, not-so-
scholarly books—all want to tell us who this disciple was
and what she means today. Speculation on her relation-
ship to Jesus is a cottage industry: Jesus and Mary were
married. They had kids. The kids had kids. Their blood-
line stretches into our time, passing through the Holy
Land, through Europe, through exotic castles, through
secret societies, through Hollywood sound sets. Where
do they get all this stuff? It intrigues us because our
imaginations need something to work with. We would
love to be able to flesh out what happened, to fill in the
picture.

Is there anything solid we can use to feed the urge to
see Jesus and Mary Magdalene more clearly? Let’s look
at an ancient Christian image of her. She is with the oth-
ers who go to the empty tomb. They are shocked, won-
dering—what does it mean? They couldn’t make sense of
it. They could not understand how this all connected to
their Scriptures.

When everyone else left the tomb, Mary Magdalene
stayed back, weeping. She wanted to know where they
had taken Jesus. She saw the newly risen Jesus and still
did not know it was Jesus. What is she doing there?
Every word from her, every tear, every hope is that she
would be able to go to him. Her love for Jesus is bigger
than her fear and confusion.

When he speaks to her, she recognizes him. Mary is
the disciple who would use her heart and mind to know
where Jesus is. She is the one who will wait for him. She
is the one who will have her hopes fulfilled. She is simply
the one who will then tell the other disciples what the
risen Jesus meant, the one who will tell them what he told
her.
