REFLECTIONS ON TODAY’S READINGS
Our Hearts Burning

The story of the disciples on the way to Emmaus is only
found in the Gospel of Luke. Unlike the disciples who
stayed in the upper room, two of Jesus' followers de-
parted after the strange reports of the Resurrection. A
stranger approaches them and engages them in conver-
sation. Later, the disciples offer hospitality to the
stranger and invite him to their family table for supper.
During the meal, the stranger takes bread, blesses it,
and gives it to them. Suddenly, they realize that the
stranger is Jesus. Sharing their hospitality gave Jesus
the opportunity to reveal himself so they would believe
and understand.

We, too, are disciples on the road. We also share in the
breaking of the bread, which is a sign of our unity and
fellowship with Jesus. In every Mass, the church does
all the things Luke describes: We assemble, we tell and
interpret stories, we break bread, and we return to our
lives with a mission. Yet often we shuffle along dusty
roads in the wrong direction, perhaps trying to avoid our
responsibility to share the "good news." We have what
we need to recognize Jesus in our midst to welcome
him, to announce life in the world's dead ends. Luke
shares that the disciples of Emmaus had eyes that could
not see. What things blind us?
