Reflections on Today’s Readings

I struggle with God.  I so often want God to intervene in 
my life and in other lives in particular ways – usually if 
God could do not only what I want, but also on my time-
line.  When God doesn’t either do what I want or how 
and when I want it done, I experience the feeling that I 
have been abandoned, left alone. 
 

That’s when I’m most vulnerable to crazy thinking.  It 
ranges from (1) God doesn’t care, (2) God doesn’t listen, 
or (3) I’ll do it myself.  I’ll be God.  I know what has to 
be done.  I know what they need.  I’ll get them to change 
– do what I want; or (4) I imagine God as some distant, 
vague presence, who doesn’t engage the human condition. 
 

The readings today witness to a God who engages our 
lives, is present to each of us, and desires a relationship 
which bends us intimately to God’s self in love. 
 

Read the readings again and ask God to break through 
the barriers that we have erected.  Ask God to open you 
up so you will know God as God is, and not as how we 
imagine.  Put aside all that gets in the way of the rela-
tionship into which God invites us. 
 

How?  I need to set aside time to let God speak to my 
heart – not cluttered with words.  I try to sit for 20-30 
minutes each morning or at noon or before turning in for 
the night.  I prepare either by reading scripture (in short 
passages) or a spiritual book.

The Parish Assembly (assembly of leaders) on May 12th 
will discern the new initiatives and priorities for minis-
try  The staff and Council will discern those initiatives 
throughout the summer and, will call and invite leaders to 
come and work in the Lord’s vineyards remembering He 
is the Savior, the Shepherd, and we are His disciples.
