Reflections on Today’s Readings

The gift given is never that article especially selected
and wrapped. The real gift is ourselves — our presence
as friend, companion, spouse, parent, or child. Here |
am for you, the presence, openness and willingness to
be in relationship for the mutual good — the common
good. The greatest act of manhood or womanhood is to
lay down ones life for another in the struggle for justice;
there is no greater gift than to lay down one’s life for a
friend.

We are presents (gifts) to another when we are willing
and open to listen, open to see and hear another’s view
of the world or a situation and be attentive to other’s
feelings. Life happens when we are present to one an-
other — a gift- in relationships — when we bond in friend-
ship, love, concern, compassion and need, and when
we come together as a community.

We are fully alive when we are one connected to God
and to one another. The ultimate goal is to live — to be
one in God’s spirit and to be the “body of Christ” for oth-
ers.

The Eucharistic Prayer at worship prays that God’s spirit
come down upon these gifts and transform them into the
body and blood of Christ. The bread and wine and our-
selves are the gifts offered and transformed by God’s
spirit at Mass. Christ is present — a gift — that we maybe
one in Him with the Father and the Spirit.

The cup of blessing that we bless, is it not a sharing
in the blood of Christ? The bread that we break, is it
not a sharing in the body of Christ?

Catholic Communication Campaign Supports Local
Needs—The collection will take place in June in all par-
ishes of the Diocese of San Jose, and will support local
communication projects including the Parish Plan of The
Valley Catholic aimed at delivering the diocesan newspa-
per to all registered homes. The diocesan CCC Commit-
tee has also granted funds to the Office of Pastoral Minis-
try for a Spanish language magazine for youth and young
adults, and to the parish Stewardship Collaborative.
Funds to The Valley Catholic will enhance the ability of
parishes to provide the newspaper to more of their house-
holds, listed as a priority in the diocesan Pastoral Plan.
