Taken Up 

 In one account Luke says the ascension of Je-
sus left the disciples looking at the sky as if confused 
and bewildered.  In another account Luke indicates the 
disciples were full of joy and praised God continu-
ally.  Both accounts contain a measure of truth: The dis-
ciples had to discover what to do next, and their prayers 
led them to realize that they were to continue as com-
panions of Jesus, sharing the story of faith and breaking 
bread. 

 We also witness to that companionship in many 
ways.  The unconditional love we give our children is a 
manifestation of God's love. If we model forgiveness, we 
teach our children to forgive.  We have the unique op-
portunity to model the many other roles as friends, as 
workers, and as citizens.
