Reflections on Today’s Readings

In today’s Gospel reading, Jesus words shake us 
awake.   I am to love Him more than my closest family 
members?  I am not able (worthy) to be a disciple unless 
I love him best, take up his cross, follow him and lose 
my life?    These words are hard to hear.  They make 
me pause and reflect.  As a Catholic Christian, have I 
done these things?  Do I love God above all? 
 

Jesus seems to be calling us to think in a radical way, to 
think outside our normal structure.  There is more to life 
than family.  In the later verses He asks us to accept 
each other and care for each other as members of the 
community.  We are called to take care of one another – 
even in small ways, like offering a cup of water. 
 

Hmmmmm.  So I’m supposed to take care for the people 
in my community?  Let me start small…. Do I have a 
regular “spot” where I sit each Sunday with my church 
community?  Do I know the faces of the people who sit 
around me each week?   Would I know them if I saw 
them at Target?  What are their names? Why do they 
come to St. Francis?  Where did they come from?  How 
do they make a living?  What schools do they attend?  
How many in the family?  Do they feel like they belong?   
Do I belong?

Stephen’s Ministry Logo— During “Awareness Week-
ends”, you have learned that St. Francis of Assisi has re-
cently become a Stephen Ministry parish.  The Stephen 
Ministry logo is universally recognized, symbolizing that 
members of our parish are carefully trained and prepared 
as Stephen Ministers to provide confidential, one-to-one 
Christian care to people experiencing a crisis or going 
through a difficult time.   
 

The Stephen Ministry logo consists of a cross and circle 
together with a broken person and a whole person.  The 
broken person behind the cross symbolizes the broken-
ness in our lives due to our sin and imperfections.  The 
whole person stands in front of the cross because it is 
only through the cross of Jesus that we are made whole.  
The circle symbolizes the wholeness we receive through 
Christ and God’s unending love for us.
