Reflections on Today’s Readings
Great Love

Irma and Joe came to their daughter's eighth grade
English teacher distraught. Their daughter, who had
been an A student, was now bringing home D's and
F's. They wanted to know what went wrong. They did
not see that their new relationships had anything to do
with their daughter's behavior. Joe had fathered a baby
with another women. After the divorce, Irma moved in
with another man. The parents felt that since they were
each pursuing their own happiness, instead of staying
together and fighting with each other, their daughter
should be happy too. They failed to see that their
daughter's needs were in conflict with their own desires.

Adultery and disruptive consequences for the family are
age-old. The Scriptures show us that David saw his
children's problems as a punishment for his own sins
because he had taken on Saul's harem. His own
coveting of Uriah's wife led to murder. As David was
one of history's most famous sinners, so was he among
the greatest in begging for forgiveness.

Today, we know that God does not dish our punishment
to children for the sins of their parents, but children do
suffer when parents bring disruption into the home. The
good news is expressed in this weeks' psalm. Sin is not
the end. When we admit our guilt, forgiveness makes
our relationship whole again. As with the woman who
washes Jesus' feet with her tears, reconciliation
happens when we turn to God. God makes all things
whole again.
