Reflections on Today’s Readings 
 Strong in Spirit 
  
    Consider all the people who have lived on the earth, 
or whoever will. God still has an intimate love and 
knowledge of each single person.  The psalmist is filled 
with awe at the realization of being completely known 
and scrutinized by God. This thought is not scary but 
produces great gratitude. God who created us so 
wonderfully, may be said to have a dream for each of 
us. 
   John the Baptist was someone for whom God had 
great plans. Zechariah learned just how much God was 
involved in the life of his family. The last thing he 
expected was the birth of a child, since he and his wife 
Elizabeth were well on in years. Zechariah was 
overwhelmed by the unexpected appearance of the 
angel.  In the miracle of the birth of his son, Zechariah 
realized how close God had really been.  He was filled 
with awe and gratitude.  The first word he spoke after his 
long silence was the name "John," the name given by 
the angel before his birth. 
 Most people never imagine the wonderful Spirit-given 
gifts they have.  Yet all these gifts, in their great 
diversity, are cause for wonder, delight, and 
thanksgiving.  Every child comes into world so 
wonderfully designed and with marvelous God-given 
possibilities.  We can see the truth that we are 
wonderfully made of we only open our eyes. Like 
Zechariah, we will then raise our voices in praise.

Children’s Liturgy of the Word 
What is it all about? 
  
CLOW is an extension of the main assembly’s cele-
bration.  It is Worship and different from a regular 
class.  It takes place year-round, the children are not 
required to attend, and there is no fee.   
Reflection Leaders share the Word and lead the chil-
dren in discussion about what they have heard and 
help them discover how it applies to their lives.  The 
children also pray the Creed and Intercessions just as 
the adults do in the main assembly space. 
The materials used are for children in grades two 
through six.  Reflection Leaders adapt these for the 
five and six year olds.  Children younger than five are 
welcome if they can pay attention for at least 25 min-
utes or accompanied by an adult.  We also ask that 
latecomers do not enter the sacred space once Chil-
dren’s Liturgy has started. 
We appreciate your understanding and cooperation in 
this matter!
