Reflections on Today’s Readings 
 

Good Ground for Hope 
 
Being judgmental seems to be part of human na-
ture.  We may look at the job of a coworker and criticize 
it as sloppy or pass judgment on a student who seems 
to be a show-off.  We make up our mind that we will not 
like a speaker before we listen to what he or she says. 
Forming opinions is not a bad thing; however, when 
opinions are unfairly critical of others or offend those 
around us, we need to remember that God ultimately 
judges each person's actions.  We also want God to 
judge us and not others. 
 
The author of Wisdom reminds us that God chooses to 
be tolerant, patient, and merciful, even to those who ap-
parently do not deserve it. Although these verses were 
written a half-century before Christ they show a view of 
God that is characteristic of Jesus' teachings.  God ca-
res for all people, Wisdom tells us, and judges them 
equally with mercy and forbearance. 
 

In the Gospel we see the end time compared to a har-
vest. Just as the farmer sorts out the weeds from the 
crop so, too, God will take care of the good and the 
evil.  In times of rejection, it helps to remember that 
God's grace is always with us, and God will bring in the 
final harvest.
