Reflections on Today’s Readings
Set Free

Children are painfully aware of what it feels like to be
outsiders, outcasts, or unwelcome members of a

group. Teenagers and adults grapple with acceptance
issues:"Why wasn't | asked to that party?" "l never make
the team.” "I'm never chosen for part of the cast." "l don't
have anything in common with my family.” " | can't seem
to find a girlfriend( or boyfriend) who really cares for
me." Everyone has a very basic desire to be loved and
accepted.

Yet being accepted carries a price tag. If we want to
make the team, we have to practice. If we want friends,
we have to be friends. If we want to be part of the
family, we have to enter into the spirit of the family and
adapt and adjust to those around us with love.

Although times and customs have changed dramatically,
our call to discipleship does not differ from Elisha's call
in the first reading. We have to decide what to do with
God's call just as Elisha did. To be comfortable with
God's invitation, we might need to do some soul-
searching or make some life -changing decisions. The
price tag of God's call is living the commandment to love
on a day-to-day basis. The benefits of responding to
God's call, however, for outweigh the

costs. Responding to God's call sets us free.

commandment, "You shall love your neighbor as

Children’s Liturgy of the Word

What is it all about?

CLOW is an extension of the main assembly’s cele-
bration. It is Worship and different from a regular
class. It takes place year-round, the children are not
required to attend, and there is no fee.

Reflection Leaders share the Word and lead the chil-
dren in discussion about what they have heard and
help them discover how it applies to their lives. The
children also pray the Creed and Intercessions just as
the adults do in the main assembly space.

The materials used are for children in grades two
through six. Reflection Leaders adapt these for the
five and six year olds. Children younger than five are
welcome if they can pay attention for at least 25 min-
utes or accompanied by an adult. We also ask that
latecomers do not enter the sacred space once Chil-
dren’s Liturgy has started.
