 Lambs Among Wolves 
 
"Yes, you can make a difference!"  This theme is played 
out time and time again in messages and campaigns of 
volunteer and community service organizations.   
Perhaps the reason so many groups use this approach 
is because it works.  So often we feel our efforts have 
little impact on the vast world out there.  Yet they do!  All 
we may need is a little encouragement.  One voice, one 
hour, one dollar, one smile, one kind word-each is part 
of bringing God's reign of goodness to the world 
Sometimes it may seem as if we are lambs among 
wolves when we are made fun of or criticized for trying 
to do what is right.  In God's domain, however, all is 
turned upside-down. The lamb wins!  
 
St. Paul make's it sound simple.  He tells us his only rule 
of life is living for Christ.  It is a simple rule-but not an 
easy one. The many holy people of the past as well as 
our families and communities can inspire us.  Their spirit 
and dedication are contagious. "Dear God, let their 
enthusiasm spark our spirits. Help us make a difference 
at home, in our relationships, at work, at school, in our 
community, and beyond. Help us to fight complacency 
or hopelessness."

Children’s Liturgy of the Word 
What is it all about? 
 CLOW is an extension of the main assembly’s cele-
bration.  It is Worship and different from a regular 
class.  It takes place year-round, the children are not 
required to attend, and there is no fee.   
Reflection Leaders share the Word and lead the chil-
dren in discussion about what they have heard and 
help them discover how it applies to their lives.  The 
children also pray the Creed and Intercessions just as 
the adults do in the main assembly space. 
The materials used are for children in grades two 
through six.  Reflection Leaders adapt these for the 
five and six year olds.  Children younger than five are 
welcome if they can pay attention for at least 25 min-
utes or accompanied by an adult.  We also ask that 
latecomers do not enter the sacred space once Chil-
dren’s Liturgy has started. 
We appreciate your understanding and cooperation in 
this matter!
