Reflection
Oil and Wine

The commandment, "Love your neighbor as yourself,"
presumes that we love ourselves. If we are not
comfortable with who we are, having a positive attitude
towards others becomes difficult. Sometimes we have
been given so many negative messages about
ourselves that it is difficult to see ourselves as good. If
we find it difficult to think good of ourselves, it is time to
seek help from others around us or from a counselor or
spiritual director. Perhaps we dislike ourselves because
we do not take the time to reflect on our lives. This
week, slow down and consider God's commandment to
love-self and others. We are created in God's image;
there is good in each of us.

Sometimes neighbors are inconsiderate, rude and
uncaring. How are we supposed to love them? Do we
have to like their attitude? No. Neither do we have to
follow their example. Rather, we can model a positive
attitude, knowing our smile or kind words will make a
difference. Find modern ways to pour oil and wine to
soothe wounds. Offer a cup of chaitea! Global crises
can challenge our belief in love. We must fight to find
hope amidst the gloom that dominates our news

media. We need not let their perspective drag us
down. Our charge from Christ is to respond in our world
of family, school, work neighborhood, and community
with love, joy, peace, and good will.

After my father and |
had a disagreement, | gave him back all of the clothes.

God has entrusted us with an abundance of gifts of
nature. | would have hoped that you cherished them
too but it doesn't look like you have. You've got to do
better or your grandchildren will never get to enjoy
them.

It saddens me to hear that after eight centuries Chris-
tians and Muslims are still slaughtering each other as
they pray to the same Creator. Don't they know that
God doesn't take sides in the violence business. (One
problem is that you've let your tax $ be too heavily
invested in weapons of destruction.) Violence can
never bring you peace.

Here's my advice to you -- -Be Peaceful, inside your-
self and in words & deeds.

—-Pray: Talk to God often, listen more
