Reflections on Today’s Readings 
 
Enter into the Life 
 
 The plot is all too familiar. Two people decide the 
other has a better life situation.  They switch places and 
quickly discover that they had no idea what was occurring 
in the other person's life.  The experience is quite 
humbling.  As a passive observer, we can never know 
how it feels to be in someone else's situation until we live it. 
 
 This week's readings’ call is to put ourselves in 
such scenario. Paul asks hearers to put themselves in 
the shoes of others to become concerned about their 
interests.  In the beginning of this reading, Paul lists 
important qualities that help us live with concern for 
others.  The essence of Paul's message is his invitation 
to enter the mind of Jesus, who lived as one of us and 
emptied himself.  The parable from Matthew sends the 
same invitation.  Jesus compares two brothers: one who 
refused their father but later did the work and another 
who verbally accepted their father's request, but never 
entered the workplace.  Jesus asked us to consider, 
"Which of these two types of people does God's will?" 
 
 The challenge before us is clear. Ezekiel tells us 
we must abandon the ways that lead us to sin. The other 
two readings boldly tell us that to truly enter into life, we 
must get into the mind of Jesus with humility and concern 
for others.
