A few months ago, someone came home from the hospital. 
His wife and the social worker wanted him to go to the con-
valescent hospital, but he called a member of his ecclesial 
community for support. Someone from his worship commu-
nity listened to his needs and said that he could help. He 
also arranged for others among the worship community to 
walk with him each day, helped him dress and even pre-
pared his lunch. The community rallied to help. As Christ 
healed others, members of this community supported the 
sick person’s recovery. Their compassion and care brought 
healing, life, and hope. The Stephen Ministers in weekly 
conversations on the phone or at visits, offer support and 
encouragement. The Grief Ministers accompany one an-
other as Christ accompanied the Widow of Naim. As we get 
to know each other by name, Christ moves in us and 
through us to build a community of faith and meaning; and  
“our” world is made new again.

For November we reflected on the part of the Creed that 
states what we believe about Jesus Christ.  All the groups 
had a lot of fun playing “Jesus Jeporady.”
